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The Freshman English course goal is to provide students with the necessary reading
abilities to meet all future English proficiency requirements. In order to facilitate a better
understanding of reading materials, classroom instruction will focus on skills such as
identifying main ideas and supporting details, making connections, drawing inferences, and
analyzing the organization of texts. Students will complete review exercises and participate
in extensive discussions of the topics covered in the reading materials. They will also use
technology tools such as i-learning and Zuvio to form opinions and to respond in writing to
short answer prompts based on their in-class discussions. Students will openly share their
work in the classroom as a means of supporting each other’ s learning efforts. By the end
of this course, students will have established strong skill foundations for reading college-
level materials.

Note: Summer Freshman English is an intensive nine-day course with four lecture hours
each day. Students who sign up for this class should have broad English proficiencies,
therefore please carefully consider your current skill level before enrolling.
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1.Textbook (or handouts) is required in class.
2.Class attendance. Students who have four hours of unexcused absences will result in
failure of the course.
3.Tardiness and early departures. Being late or leave early more than once without a valid
reason will be counted as 1/2 absence per occurrence.
4.Quizzes and homework assignments. No make-up quizzes will be given. Late homework
assignments will be not accepted after two weeks (one day for the summer course) from
their due dates.
5.Academic dishonesty. Students will get a zero on their tests or assignments if caught on
cheating or copying from other sources.
